Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)

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What we teach

At Leigh Academy Dartford, we teach phonics
using the Read, Write, Inc (RWI) scheme by
Ruth Miskin.

In Nursery, children begin by listening and
becoming aware of different sounds. They
move on to learning set 1 sounds of RWI during
the summer term in preparation for transition
into Reception.

A love of reading is promoted by regular story
times, opportunities to read and share books
with each other and exposure to high quality
texts. We highly recommend sharing a book
each day at home with your child.

Nursery
sessions

If your child is eligible for 15 hours you will be
able to request either a morning or afternoon
session.

If your child is eligible for 30 hours, your child
will be able to attend both sessions between
8:30am - 2:30pm.

30 hour children can stay at Nursery for
activities between 2:30pm and 3:30pm for a
small daily fee.

The morning session runs

8:30am - 11:30am

The afternoon session runs

11:30am - 2:30pm
